The shocking news tileoioss of
Tose Proeski has been on my mind the entire day. ItGgiélhard to put into
words the collective sense of loss the entire countrypgsrencing as | write.

Everyone has had the experience of losing someone,
be it a family member, friend, or acquaintance, but
few people experience loss on a scale like this.

This is a somewhat unique situation. When
celebrities die unexpectedly, obviously there are
people who mourn and miss them, but usually they
are subjects of more curiosity than genuine feeling.
1tOs easy to say you feel sorry about an event or
about a loss, but itOs not always genuine. Contrary
to this, the death of Tose Proeski has meant the
loss of MacedoniaOs most famous and influential
envoy to the world. Thus, not only has ToseOs loss
been a shock and loss of a source of entertainment,
but also it has unified this country in a sense of
mourning.
