5) Pour the white chocolate over the
mixture. Using the tip of a knife
or a barbecue stick, make swirling
patterns in the chocolate, mixing
the black and white to create a
marbled effect.

6) Putthe final mixture away into a
fridge. When it is firm, break it
apart into pieces and put away
