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The Journey of aa QS-Eye Newspaper

It takes a lot of work to make the QSEye Newspaper. Almost two months
of planning, writing, formatting, printing, organizing, and distribution by the
Upper School goes into every single issue. This artcivill show a few of the
steps of making the QS-Eye.

MEETING

About six or seven weeks before the end of the quintile, the QSdgtaff meets to
organize the next issue. They have to think about the coming holidayeyents, and
vacations to make sure the issue is as timely as possible. Then, emeeyis assigned
their work and put to the task!

WRITING

Generally, the writers spend four or five weeks researching, writing, and revisg
their articles, (generally) in time for the deadline.
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COLLECTION and EDITING

Each of the articles or submissions is presented to the proofreading &ts. They then
send the roughly proofed articles to me, the editor, to make some &hproofs and
revise the articles. Then, | put the articles together into one file, orgdze the order of
the articles, draw up the table of contents, find photos, finaliz, and send the paper off
Tea, the layout editor. She adds final pictures, changes the font, amékes other
layout-related changes before sending the file back to me.

PRINTING and COLLATING

It takes printing volunteers (and, quite often, me) up to seven hoursf straight work to
print an average of 1,800 pages of the QS-Eye. When all these pages are firdslie
takes a group of people systematically collecting, placing, and stapling eacaidavery
paper to collate the newspaper.

Then, the final copies are revealed at Community Time and presented to YOHappy
reading!

The QSEye is compiled and printed by the Upper School of QSI Skopje, Macedonia.
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
